Club Philosophy

The development of players is the ultimate priority.  The focus on each training session should be on building better individual technique, better decision making, which will assist in preparing the players to play a more enjoyable brand of soccer.  Quality of training sessions is of far greater importance than quantity.  The sessions created in our curriculum are player-centric, developmentally appropriate and fun, enabling players to progress at their level.

How we (EDYSL) play the game

The curriculum is based upon a technical game of passing, receiving, dribbling, finishing and heading (for older age groups).  EDYSL teams place a greater emphasis on a possession oriented game, that is both more enjoyable to play and to observe.

Winning vs. Development

At the Recreation (Division 4) level, there are no BIG Games, there are no MUST WIN situations.  There is simply a game to be played where the goal of the players is to go out and do the best they can.  If they do the best they can, there is little more even that a coach or parent can ask (win or lose) of a player.

Teach players and teach the parents

The parents are a part of the team.  They need to understand the philosophy and how it pertains to their childs’ team and their child.  Keep them informed.  They may not always agree with coaching decisions, but if they are informed of with is taking place, it is a far more conducive environment.
